the call for applications is hereby launched for 1 (one) Research Scholarship for a
graduate holding a Master’s Degree and incoming applicant to the PhD Program in
Law at NOVA School of Law (https://novalaw.unl.pt/en/phd-in-law/) to develop a doctoral
research project in one of the following disciplinary areas: EU consumers and/or end-
users rights and collaborate as Research Fellow within the respective Knowledge
Centres: NOVA Consumer Lab or NOVA IPSI.

Duration and Scope: The Scholarship has a total duration of 3 (three) years, starting
from the date of enrolment in the PhD Program in Law at NOVA School of Law. The
period of the Scholarship is not renewable. The Scholarship includes:

e Affiliation as Research Fellow to the NOVA Consumer Lab or NOVA IPSI
Knowledge Centers for 3 (three) years;

e Coverage of the fee of the teaching part (parte letiva) of the PhD program in
the value of 3.600,00 (three thousand six hundred/00) euro for EU applicants, or
7.000,00 (seven thousands/00) euro for non-EU applicants. This coverage is
depending on the valid enrolment to the PhD Program in Law at NOVA School
of Law and full compliance with its Regulation (https://novalaw.unl.pt/wp-
content/uploads/2023/09/Regulamento-DD-15-09-2023.pdf) ;

¢ Monthly scholarship for the first 12 months of the PhD program, in the value of
€1.259,64 according to the table of values of scholarships awarded directly by
FCT, I.P. in Portugal (https://www.fct.pt/wp-content/uploads/2024/02/Tabela-de-
Valores-SMM_atualizacao-2024.pdf), plus Voluntary Social Insurance (optional)
and Personal Accident Insurance in the legal amount in force. The scholarship
will be paid monthly by bank transfer. This monthly salary is depending on the
valid enrolment to the PhD Program in Law at NOVA School of Law, full
compliance with its Regulation, and it is incompatible with any other publicly
or privately funded scholarship or other full- or part-time employment
relationships.

Object, Objective and Activities: The selected Research Scholarship holder will have
to develop a PhD project within the research area of EU consumers and/or end-users
rights; collaborate as affiliated Research Fellow with the Knowledge Center NOVA
Consumer Lab or NOVA IPSI supporting the research, dissemination, and impact
activities thereof; prepare 1 (one) relevant scientific publication a year, for a total of 3
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(three) relevant scientific publications to be submitted for publication in academic
journals and/or the Knowledge Centres webpages; and support the organization of 1
(one) relevance academic event to be held at NOVA School of Law.

Eligibility Requirements and Selection Criteria:
The Scholarship holder must meet all following Eligibility Requirements:

e Having earned a Master's Degree or legal equivalent before the start of the
Scholarship;

e Solid and relevant academic or otherwise professional curriculum vitae,
recognized by the Selection Commmittee as denoting sufficient capabilities to
perform the activities indicated above;

e English language proficiency equivalent to level B1 of the Common European
Framework of Reference for Languages;

e Successful application to the PhD Program in Law at NOVA School of Law.

Selection criteria:

a) PhD Proposal (1500 words max, footnotes included): 60%;
b) CV and List of Scientific Publications: 40%.

The Selection Committee reserves its right to invite shortlisted candidates for a
Selection Interview, in English language, to receive clarification and further information
about the applicants’ profile and fitness for the position, if necessary.

Publicity and Deadline for Submission of Applications: The present Call for
Applications is published on the website and at the facilities of NOVA School of Law and
in the CEDIS website, as well as in the EURAXESS Portal, for a minimum period of 10
(ten) working days from the date of this publication. Applications to this scholarship
can be submitted from 23 February 2024 until 8 March 2024.
